This forms is dual purpose, it notifies the police about travel to ‘terrorism’ areas and serves as a customs form for travel to Europe.  Anti-terrorism is Eire, N. Ireland, IOM and Channel Islands – Europe is Europe!  Note that you do not have to clear customs LEAVING the UK, only coming back in.  In addition, you MUST clear customs both going into and out of Europe – once cleared customs in Europe, you do NOT need to clear customs again within Europe (i.e. you can fly from France to Spain or Belgium etc. and do NOT clear customs again – they are all part of the Schengen common border agreement and the UK is not.
